Routine -

Optional for elementary

Provide connection and activate prior knowledge
* Review Essential Question and/or learning target
 Provide explicit instruction and/or modeling aligned to the
standard
« Introduce or reinforce content-specific vocabulary
e Connect the mini-lesson to the work session

e Warm-up activity that may or
may not be related to the mini-
lesson

o Ex: advance organizer,
number talk, mentor
sentence analysis,
bellringer, etc.

Teacher and Support Teacher

» Confer with individual students

 Lead differentiated small-group instruction

« Facilitate small-group work

» Monitor and/or document student progress

» Present students with opportunities to make mistakes, engage in error
analysis, and demonstrate resilience through productive struggle

 Ask higher-order questions which encourage students to think critically,
defend, explain, justify, argue, or critique

o Mid-workshop teaching point, if needed, to reteach and refocus students
