A Picture is Worth a 1000 Words
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Purpose:  To create a PowerPoint presentation that includes good design principles and digital images. To inform your audience about basic photography tips.

Job Description: Photography is a combination of elements coming together to create the whole image (about.com).  Digital photography and photo editing software make a powerful combination. However, the words to describe your photograph could be negative without some basic knowledge and skills. Motion, color, lighting, angle, focus, rule of thirds, background—each of these elements impact the quality of your picture. Your job is to create a PowerPoint presentation for a high school audience that describes, in simple terms, how each of these elements play into taking a good picture. 

Content Requirements

· Save the file as Picture 1000 Words. Save frequently.

· Create a title slide that includes an appropriate title and your name.

· Create an overview (objectives) slide that identifies the topics to be covered in the presentation.
· Topics covered should include 5 of the 7 elements-- motion, color, lighting, angle, focus, rule of thirds, background
· Information on the topic should include what it is, how it is used to make the picture better, tips for actually taking a photograph
· Create at least 5 slides for presenting your topic

· Think about how information should be arranged and organized

· Keep your  text concise, but provide enough information to meet your goal
· Create a closing (ending) slide
· All content and pictures taken from the Internet should have a documented source

Design Requirements:

· Target audience is high school students with only knowledge of turning on a camera 
· Design Template that compliments presentation—Use good contrast by using a consistent background (slide design preferred)

· Must use bullet items – no complete sentences

· Be consistent with use of fonts

· Follow “6 x 6” rule

· Must use slide transitions on all slides

· Must use “Custom Animation” on at least two slides, but not necessarily all of them

· Must include some pictures/clip art on at least two slides

· Proofread your document for spelling or grammar errors (Run spell check!)
