Textbook:

We will be using the Georgia Middle School Mathematics Course 1, McDougal Littell. If the textbook or workbook checked out to your student is missing, lost, or damaged, there will be a cost to the student to replace/repair it. The cost for the science books this year is $19.35, and the workbooks are $10.00. If your student loses either book, please notify your child’s teacher. 
Objectives:
Course objectives are guided for the Georgia Performance Standards (GPS) for 6th grade Mathematics. 
Expectations:

· Be respectful.  Be appropriate.  Be responsible.  Give your best effort. 

· Be in attendance and be on time.

· Bring required materials to class daily.

· Work is expected on the date it is due.

· Behavior should be that of a T.R.U.E. Bullpup.
Grading/Evaluation:

Assessment – 60% (such as tests and projects…)

Non-Assessment – 40% (such as class work and homework…)

**During the second and fourth nine weeks Assessment will be 55% and the midterm/final will be 5%.

Procedures:

Class will begin with a warm-up activity. Regularly used instructional methods include: whole-class instruction; individual work; paired work; cooperative learning groups; multimedia activities; and real world applications. Regular attendance is necessary for success. 

Homework: 

Homework is assigned to extend the learning process at home through practice.  Homework will consist of the following: practicing/reviewing basic skills; practicing newly taught material; and continuation or completion of activities and projects. Homework may be checked as a class or individually, depending on the assignment.  Students are asked to review their notes and vocabulary nightly. The agenda will be used as a communication tool for parents, teachers and students to convey information including homework assignments.

Students are expected to write their homework in their agenda daily.
Examinations:
We will have exams/projects at the end of each major unit. Emails are periodically sent to remind/inform parents or guardians about upcoming projects or exams. If you would like to be added to this list, please supply your email below. Quizzes will be given every Friday, but periodically might be cancelled at teacher discretion.
Make Up Work:

Students will be allowed up to 5 days to make up work from an absence for full credit. Students are responsible for requesting make up work from the teacher in time to have it turned in before the 5 day make-up period is over.
Positive Behavior Intervention Support Plan (PBIS) – Extreme behaviors will result in a direct office referral. Otherwise, the WBMS 6th grade PBIS plan will be used. The progression of discipline using this plan will be as follows: 

Step 1: Warning/Student will receive a letter

Step 2: Behavior reflection with parent signature/student will receive a letter

Step 3: After school detention/Student will receive a letter

Step 4: Office referral
